The minimum marks required to pass any paper in a semester shall be 40%
in theory and 40% in Practical, wherever applicable. The student must
secure 40% in the End Semester Examination and 40% in the total of End
Semester Examination & Internal Assessment of the paper for both theory
& practical separately.

A student shall be eligible for promotion from 15t year to 2nd year of
the course provided he/she has passed 50% papers of I and II Semesters
taken together. However, he/she will have to clear the remaining paper/s
while studying in the 2nd year of the programme.
